1 Ib. pkg. monterey jack shredded cheese

6-8 tortillas (large size to cover pan)

Brown ground beef then add taco seasoning and water. Mix together and simmer 5 minutes.

Layer in dish: sauce, beef, sour cream, cheese, tortillas and repeat. Finish with a final topping of
cheese.
