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What began as a wonderful experiment in freedom seems to be in great danger. 
  
It is important to remember that someone spoke very plainly about freedom long before our Continental Congress 
began to meet in Philadelphia in 1776.  That someone was the Lord Jesus Christ.  He said in John 8:36, "So if the 
Son sets you free, you will be free indeed."  The questions still remain: Free from What?  Free for what? 
  
Jesus has set us free from the tyranny of Satan.  No longer can this outside usurper of authority bind us with the 
power of sin and death.  In our Savior we are freely forgiven, and set right before God.  We have the certain hope 
of eternal life.  No one, and nothing in this world or beyond can separate us from this hope and life given by our 
God.  Now, that is freedom! 
  
We are also free to love one another, bear one another's burdens, be kind to each other, and care for each other.

As earthly citizens, this month we will celebrate the great gift God has given us in freedom in our land and our 
government.  But as heavenly citizens, we will never cease to celebrate the greater gift He has given us in our 
freedom in Christ Jesus our Lord.
