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be no more day or light.  Everything they had learned to depend on and expect was taken 
from them, and they were frightened. 
  
Not so today.  We are much more scientific and advanced.  We can predict these events and 
 know their causes.  We have nothing to fear.  Yet, I wonder what would happen to us if there was an 
unexpected "spiritual eclipse"?  A spiritual eclipse is different from a normal eclipse in this: the Son, not the sun, 
doesn't shine for a time. 
  
Have you ever experienced a spiritual eclipse?  Has there been a time when you felt spiritual darkness?  Have you 
ever looked longingly around hoping that the radiant glory of God's own Son would fall on you again? 
  
Sin can blot out the glory of God from our eyes.  Worry, doubt, and fear can overwhelm us with spiritual 
blackness.  Anxiety and guilt can cast a pall of darkness all around us.  This is a spiritual eclipse, and we have all 
been there.  The good news is that the glory of Jesus Christ is quick to cut through the darkness.  He is the light of 
the world, and the light of our souls.  In Him there is no darkness at all.  Through His Word and in His promises, He 
returns to us to give us the light of life.  The darkness of an eclipse may last but for a moment.  The light and love 
of our Savior is for a lifetime! 
  
When you hear the news accounts of the eclipse down south, pause for just a moment and give thanks for the light 
and love of God in Jesus Christ, who shines on us always.
